CBP prepares for new softwood lumber requirements

The United States Congress has enacted The Food, Conservation, and Energy Act of 2008 (H.R. 6124)
into law by. There are several new softwood lumber regulations. As a U.S. importer, you must be
aware of these new regulations.

On August 18, 2008, when Subtitle D — Softwood Lumber, of the Food, Conservation, and Energy Act of
2008 goes into effect, new softwood lumber regulations will be enforced. Some of the more noteworthy
provisions are as follows:

An importers declaration attesting that the export information being provided is accurate and the
exporter has or will pay all export charges

The export price for each/all softwood lumber or softwood lumber products imported into the
U.S. If the goods are covered by an export permit, the export price reported should be consistent
with that shown on the permit

The export charge, if any, for each shipment of softwood lumber or softwood lumber products as
calculated by applying the percentage determined by the Department of Commerce. The
